However, students find it difficult to learn
because they believe it is hard. Therefore, the teacher's role is important to
overcome these difficulties, and the teacher must have good teaching competence.
The researcher will evaluate the pedagogical competence of Arabic teachers based
on Charlotte Danielson’s framework at Al-Falah Elementary School in Surabaya,
which focuses on Arabic language education.

This research aims to understand the application of pedagogical
competence by Arabic language teachers in preparation and planning, classroom
management, teaching implementation, and professional responsibility, according
to Charlotte Danielson’s standards.

The research method used in this study is a qualitative approach. The data
collection methods are observation, interviews, and document analysis. In
analyzing the data, the researcher used Miles and Huberman's analysis method,
which includes data reduction, data display, and conclusion.

The results of this study show that the pedagogical competence of Arabic
language teachers at Al-Falah Elementary School in Surabaya is good. In the area
of preparation and planning, it is considered very good, but more attention is
needed in choosing educational resources. In classroom management, it is good,
though there is a need to improve classroom arrangement. In teaching
implementation, it is very good. However, in professional responsibility, the
evaluation is somewhat good, with a need to focus on participation in the
professional community and professional development.

Based on the research findings, the researcher suggests the following: 1)
Arabic teachers should improve their pedagogical competence in Arabic
instruction, so that their teaching methods become more ingrained in the students'
minds. 2) Students should develop their motivation to learn Arabic, especially in
enhancing their speaking skills.
