The research findings reveal that the factors negatively affecting students’
motivation to learning Arabic are: boredom, value conflicts, fear, lack of self-
confidence, lack of clarity about what is to be achieved, lack of freedom,
uncertainty about what to do, loneliness, lack of challenge, imprecise goal

Based on these findings, the researcher recommends: adopting diverse
teaching strategies, providing appropriate emotional support, and clarifying
learning goals are part of the current methods to improve students' learning
experience.
